	In unincorporated areas and Boca Raton, certain establishments must limit access to those 21 or older. The ordinance requires security officers and law enforcement to be on hand when a club is open between 11 p.m. and 8 a.m.

	Florida Alcohol Policy Coalition (a group of coalitions and other organizations)
	Working with state Legislators to attempt to strengthen the liquor liability law; and develop sales to intoxicated persons and underage consumption laws. Supportive of increased penalties for the sales to underage persons and open house party statutes.
	Tried to get House/Senate sponsors for  a consumption bill and supported HB 415 and SB 2170 in the 2009 session


Currently, fourteen cities or counties in Florida have enacted ordinances to restrict bar patrons to ages 21 and up. They are: Ft. Lauderdale, Ocala, Ft.
